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“Let us, then, go to him outside the
camp, bearing the disgrace He
bore. For here we do not have an
enduring city, but we are looking for
the city that is to come.”

Like Jesus, we are called to a rescue
mission...one that is uncomfortable
and requires that we step outside
the safety of the walls we build up
for ourselves. Let us ask God for an
increased desire to “share with
others” the hope that is found
beyond these earthly borders; that
He would give us His heart &
perspective to see the lost, willing to
put others before ourselves.
This is pleasing to God.
